A. For Doctrine (2 Timothy 3:16-17)
1) In other words:  It Is The Standard
2) Doctrine:  Instruction, Teaching  (1 John 1:5; Deuteronomy 32:4; Psalm 12:6, 18:30, 19:7-8, 145:17; Proverbs 30:5-6)
3) What Should Be Taught?
a. 2 Timothy 4:2 - "preach the word..." (Galatians 1:6-8)
B. For Reproof (2 Timothy 3:16-17)
1) Jude 3 - "...contend earnestly for the faith..."
a. Reproof - to expose, show to be guilty
b. Contend - to fight, to defend
C. For Correction  (2 Timothy 3:16; Acts 18:24- 19:5)
1) One who is "mighty in the Scriptures" still may not be teaching truth!
D. For Instruction In Righteousness (2 Timothy 3:16-17)
