3) Vs. 17-18: God swore on His own name and made an oath which are “two unchangeable things.”
· Vs. 18: “it is impossible for God to lie” (also found in Titus 1:2) 
· “we who have taken refuge would have strong encouragement to take hold of the hope set before us.”

C. We Should Trust His Promises To Us (Acts 2:37-39)
